e Overall, majority of Georgians are satisfied with the
quality of healthcare, but high costs
- Over the past year, half of the population had to
postpone medical treatment and couldn’t buy
medicine because they couldn’t afford it

e The vast majority (83 percent) continue to believe
that parliament should include at least 30 percent
women, and approve of a mandatory gender quota

e Stable support for the country’s EU and Euro-
Atlantic goals: EU support at 78 percent, NATO
support at /1 percent
